(Strong attendance at the 2010 Dunsborough Street Fiesta suggests such a move will be well received).

Noting the suggestions from exhibitors and members in regard to the 2010 Festival the 2011 date has been moved to allow for fairer weather, to avoid other major events in WA, to avoid Easter/School Holidays and the AFL season proper. (Shoulder tourism season rates apply).
